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Advanced - Speaking

Speakers at the Advanced level engage in
conversation in a clearly participatory manner in order
to communicate information on autobiographical
topics, as well as topics of community, national, or
international interest. The topics are handled
concretely by means of narration and description in
the major time frames of past, present, and future.
These speakers can also deal with a social situation
with an unexpected complication. The language of
Advanced-level speakers is abundant, the oral
paragraph being the measure of Advanced-level
length and discourse. Advanced-level speakers have
sufficient control of basic structures and generic
vocabulary to be understood by native speakers of the
language, including those unaccustomed to non-
native speech.
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Advanced - Writing

Writers at the Advanced level are characterized by the
ability to write routine informal and some formal
correspondence, as well as narratives, descriptions,
and summaries of a factual nature. They can narrate
and describe in the major time frames of past,
present, and future, using paraphrasing and
elaboration to provide clarity. Advanced-level writers
produce connected discourse of paragraph length and
structure. At this level, writers show good control of
the most frequently used structures and generic
vocabulary, allowing them to be understood by those
unaccustomed to the writing of non-natives.
